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Dr. Hendricks directs Healthcare Financing & Economics at the VA Boston Health Care System (BHCS) Research & Development Service and is associate professor of Health Policy and Management at Boston University School of Public Health.  She is currently the principal investigator for VA projects to examine VA patients’ enrollment in and use of Medicaid services nationally and to predict potential enrollment of veterans in VA Advantage (Medicare HMOs through VA).  She is also a co-investigator on projects examining VA care for patients with Parkinson’s disease and the economic burden of sexual trauma in the military.

Dr. Hendricks is currently a member of VA’s review committees for Career Development Awards and has been on HSR&D’s Scientific Review and Evaluation Board, which reviews proposals for scientific merit.  She has been an advisor to HSR&D’s Health Economics Resource Center since its inception.  She consults to other VA BHCS researchers on economic analyses related to telemedicine, ambulatory care, and costs of care in VHA.  She has served on dissertation committees for Ph.D. candidates at Brandeis University’s Heller Graduate School of Social Welfare and the Harvard School of Public Health.
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
