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Julia Prentice, Ph.D., joined HCFE as a Health Scientist after completing a VA-funded post-doctoral fellowship.  She received her Ph.D. in Community Health Sciences in June, 2004 from UCLA.  Dr. Prentice’s research has focused on the relationship between access to care and health outcomes.  
Currently, Dr. Prentice is examining the association between waiting for appointments and health outcomes among veterans.  She is a co-Principal Investigator for a pending project titled “Outpatient Waiting Times, Outcomes and Cost for VA Patients with Diabetes.”  She is interested in continuing her study of outcomes, by incorporating the role of health insurance choice.  This interest complements HCFE’s research on veterans’ choices for health care, particularly between VA and the public insurance programs, Medicare and Medicaid and builds upon her earlier work on the length of time individuals remain uninsured.  Her previous work has also examined how neighborhood characteristics affect primary care access.  
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
